Textbooks:  A variety of books will be referenced, but the core material will be Descubre 2, Descrube 3, Imagina: Español sin barreras and TEMAS: AP Spanish Language and Culture.  For listening and speaking resources we will use BBCMundo, Notes in Spanish, Veinte Mundos, Audiria, Radio ONU, and other authentic materials.
Course Description:  The only prerequisites are that you have a desire to learn and that you be self-motivated.  The purpose of learning Spanish is to communicate with people who speak the language and to understand various cultures.  This class is designed to help you achieve that goal by immediately getting you to communicate in the language.  You will be given ample opportunities to improve your skills, but you must do your part by studying and practicing at home at least 10 minutes or more each day – especially regarding vocabulary and grammar.  Daily attendance is important since partner work is an essential element to success.  Lack of attendance will affect your grades in listening and speaking comprehension and proficiency.  
· Listening: comprehension of both presentational and informal spoken Spanish (music, television, radio, movies, guest speakers, CD ROM proficiency programs).


· Speaking: fluent and accurate oral expression of ideas with others and solo practice of speaking sections into the Flipgrid app and/or digital voice recorders.

· Reading: accurate reading of newspapers, magazine articles, contemporary and traditional selections of Spanish literature as well as other reading section practice.

· Writing: varied writing assignments as well as formal practice of a 3-5 paragraph composition (175 words) using rich and varied vocabulary and all major parts of speech and grammar. Grammar will be taught in context as well as directly.

· Vocabulary: Vocab development is essential to this class and should be incorporated into the 4 language skills listed above.

· Grammar: Concepts to be studied include a brief review of Levels 1-4 grammar, which at this point of study should be used with confidence and accuracy.  More difficult structures to be addressed this semester include the 4 modes of Subjunctive, Future/Conditional, Perfect tenses, and all Command forms.
General Expectations:  You are expected to understand spoken and written Spanish and be able to write and speak in Spanish at the intermediate level in order to give and receive information from others in real-life situations.  You are expected to participate actively everyday, especially when practicing communications skills with a partner or in small groups.  You are expected to do all homework assignments thoroughly, read and re-read notes and reading materials, study vocabulary until it is completely mastered, and review conversational patterns practiced in class.  In other words, you are expected to come to class well-prepared each day so that you will be able to contribute to class discussion.  Lastly, you are expected to be courteous and respectful to your classmates and teacher.

Daily Expectations:  Class sessions will be conducted in Spanish.  Bring all your supplies to class everyday.  Do not expect to share materials with anyone else and take responsibility for yourself and your actions.  Because this is an honors-level course; gum and food/drink are permitted so long as it does not interfere with class time and provided that all mess (wrappers, crumbs, anything dropped on the floor) is picked up and thrown away.  Take care of personal needs (locker, toilet, office, grooming, and vending machine) at other times outside class.  Arrive on time to class.  

Tardy Policy: Being prompt shows respect for both the individual and those with whom you associate.  Please follow the Hillgrove tardy policy as it will be strictly enforced.
Restroom Policy: Students should take care of restroom needs before class starts and not during class time.  Should you need to use the restroom during class time, please wait until an appropriate transition.  Passes will be provided by Mrs. Pulido.
Summative Assessments & Projects:  You are evaluated on your ability to read, write, listen, and speak the language.  You will have various assessments throughout and at the end of each unit.  All students are expected to take assessments on the same day.  If you miss an assessment due to an absence, you are expected to make the necessary arrangements to make up your work. If you are absent the day before a previously announced assessment, you will still be expected to take that assessment with the rest of the class.   Previously announced projects must be turned on the final date.  Please plan ahead to have your project turned in by the date due should you be absent that day.  No exceptions will be made.  

Formative Assessments:  Formative Assessments will be given regularly.  You may be assessed in every class. If you review the material regularly you should have no problems with any evaluation.  These informal evaluations may include listening, speaking, reading and writing or a combination.  
Homework:  Expect homework even though there is no “homework” grading category.  Daily practice of the grammatical concepts and ample vocabulary lists are essential elements for developing all four language skills.  Homework can lead to an evaluation at any time, so preparation and advance practice is recommended in order to become proficient in the language and to perform well in these tasks.
Late work Policy/Make-up work:  No late work is accepted unless you have an absence.  This goes for projects, tests, journals, etc.  Please refer to the Class Blog for missed work.  It is your responsibility to get this information and make-up the work within the allocated time.  Once parents are given the password to access Synergy, parents may also check to see what work is missing. 

Citing Work:  You may not claim someone else’s work as your own.  This includes copying homework, projects, or Internet sources.  Please refer to your handbook for Plagiarism.  You may not use translation programs or your cell phone to translate or use family or friends to do your work.  If you have plagiarized or have attempted to receive a grade for work not done 100% by yourself, you will receive a grade of zero and will be disciplined according to Cobb County School Policy. 
Participation:   Learning a second language requires practice of all four skills and frequent use of the language.  Pronunciation, fluency, and fluidity improve with every effort you make to use the language.  You will be evaluated regularly on how often you stay in the target language, how often you volunteer and participate in all class activities, and how often you are heard outside of the class using the language.  Absences and tardies will affect performance in all four skills.
Use of Cell Phones: 
The use of electronic devices will be permitted at the teacher’s discretion only for specific instructional and educational purposes.  Upon entry to the classroom, students will place their phones into their individual phone pouch located in the front of the classroom.  1st offense of having a phone out in class will result in a teacher warning.  Following consequences will include parent contact with a teacher detention, a parent conference, and then a discipline referral.
